ABCN ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Candidates for the American Board of Clinical Neurophysiology examination must 

1) be physicians  with a license to practice medicine in the U.S;

2) have successfully completed residency training in Neurology, Neurosurgery or Psychiatry, preferably in an ACGME or RCPSC training program, in order to earn Diplomate status;

3) be board certified in Neurology, Neurosurgery or Psychiatry;

4) have completed a minimum of 12 months of training and supervised experience in clinical neurophysiology.  At least six months of this training must have been in full-time clinical neurophysiology or its part-time equivalent following residency. 

Candidates who have not completed primary board certification, will not be awarded Diplomate status until evidence of certification is presented.

If clinical neurophysiology training is not part of a fellowship program, training must be documented and include substantial and regularly supervised experience, and other indications of continuing education in EEG and clinical neurophysiology.

International candidates who are not in recognized U.S training programs will be reviewed on a case by case basis.

Candidates must successfully complete Part 1 and one Part 2 track in order to be certified.  Certificates are issued for 10 years.  Recertification requires success on a recertification exam.
